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Interactive Exercise 1 – Ethics in AI (Fairness, Transparency, Accountability)
Title:
“AI Ethics Detective”
Objective:
Students explore how AI can act fairly, transparently, and responsibly, and identify ethical risks in AI systems.
Group Size:
Small groups (3–4 students)
Duration:
20–30 minutes
Materials Needed:
· AI tool (real or simulated)
· Worksheet A & B (ethics section)
· Pens/markers
Expected Outcome:
· Groups identify ethical risks
· Suggest one improvement for ethical AI
Exercise Description
In this exercise, students act as AI detectives. They will test or observe a real or simulated AI tool (like a chatbot, image classifier, or grading AI) and think critically about how ethical it is. Students will identify potential risks, decide who is responsible for mistakes, and suggest improvements to make the AI more ethical.
Instructions
Step 1: Setup
· Teacher introduces the ethical principles: fairness, transparency, accountability.
· Show the AI tool and explain ethical risks: unfair treatment, mistakes, unclear decisions, and lack of responsibility.
· Give each group Worksheet A (Ethics Section) and Worksheet B (Ethics Section).



Step 2: Activity
In small groups the students:
· Students test the AI or observe its outputs.
· Using Worksheet B, they answer:
· Is the AI fair?
· Is the AI transparent?
· Who is responsible if it fails?
· Groups propose one improvement to make the AI more ethical.
Step 3: Debrief
· Each group shares one ethical risk they found in class.
· Teacher asks and guides the students in a short discussion:
· “Where was the AI unfair?”
· “Was it easy to understand its decisions?”
· “Who should be accountable?”
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
